INTRODUCTION 

Congratulations, you have just purchased one of the most innovative and 
reliable ArtNet to DMX converter on the market today! The LEVEL Q7 IP™ has been 
designed to perform reliably for years when the guidelines in this booklet are 
followed. Please read and understand the instructions in this manual carefully 
and thoroughly before attempting to operate this unit. These instructions contain 
important information regarding safety during use and maintenance.  

IP65 RATED 

An IP rated lighting fixture is one, which is commonly installed in outdoor 
environments and has been designed with an enclosure that effectively protects 
the ingress (entry) of external foreign objects such as dust and water. The 
International Protection (IP) rating system is commonly expressed as "IP" (Ingress 
Protection) followed by two numbers (i.e. IP65) where the numbers define the 
degree of protection. The first digit (Foreign Bodies Protection) indicates the 
extent of protection against particles entering the fixture and the second digit 
(Water Protection) indicates the extent of protection against water entering the 
fixture. An IP65 rated lighting fixture is one, which has been designed and tested 
to protect against the ingress of dust (6) and high-pressure water jets from any 
direction (5).

• For proper operation, follow the Installation guidelines described in this manual. Only qualified 

and certified personnel should perform installation of this fixture and only the original rigging parts 

(brackets) included with this fixture should be used for installation. Any modifications will void the 

original manufactures warranty and increase the risk of damage and/or personal injury. 

• Never look directly into the light source of this fixture to prevent risk of injury to your retina, which 

may induce blindness. Those suffering from EPILEPSY should avoid looking directly into the light 

source of this unit at all times.

• N E V E R  O P E N  T H I S  F I X T U R E  W H I L E  I N  U S E !

• During the initial operation of this fixture, a light smoke or smell may emit from the

interior of the fixture. This is a normal process and is caused by excess paint in the

interior of the casing burning off from the heat associated with the lamp and will

decrease gradually over time.

• Please make sure there are NO FLAMMABLE MATERIALS close to the fixture while

operating, to prevent any fire hazard.

• Minimum distance of inflammable materials from the surface 1.6 feet (0.5m).

• The fixture must be installed in a location with adequate ventilation, at least 1.5

feet (.5m) from adjacent surfaces. Be sure no air ventilation slots are blocked.

• DO NOT attempt installation and/or operation without knowledge how to do so.

• DO NOT allow operation by persons who are not qualified to operate this type of

fixture. Most damages are the result of operations by nonprofessionals.

• Consistent operational breaks may ensure the fixture will function properly for

many years to come.

C A U T I O N S

• For added protection, mount the fixture in areas outside walking paths, seating

areas, or in areas were unauthorized personnel might reach the fixture.

• Ambient operating temperature range for this fixture is -13° to 113°F. (-25° to 45°C)

Do not use the fixture under or above this temperature.

• Before mounting the fixture to any surface, make sure the installation area can

hold a minimum point load of 10 times the weight of the fixture. (90 lbs / 40 kg)

• Fixture installation must always be secured with a secondary safety attachment,

such as an appropriate safety cable.

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U N D E R S T A N D I N G  D M X
DMX-512 

DMX is short for Digital Multiplex. This is a universal protocol used by most lighting and 

controller manufactures as a form of communication between intelligent fixtures 

and controllers. DMX allows all makes and models of different manufactures to be 

linked together and operate from a single controller. This is possible as long as all the 

fixtures and the controller are DMX compliant. A DMX controller sends the DMX data 

instructions to the fixture allowing the user to control the different aspects of an 

intelligent light. DMX data is sent out as serial data that travels from fixture to fixture 

via data “IN” and data “OUT” XLR terminals located on the fixtures (most controllers 

will only have output jacks).  

DMX LINKING 

To ensure proper DMX data transmission, always use proper DMX cables and a 

terminator. When using several DMX fixtures try to use the shortest cable path 

possible. Never split a DMX line with a “Y” style connector. The order in which the 

fixtures are connected in a DMX line does not influence the DMX addressing. For 

example; a fixture assigned a starting DMX address of 1 may be placed anywhere in 

the DMX chain, at the beginning, at the end, or anywhere in the middle. The DMX 

controller knows to send data assigned to address 1 to that fixture no matter where it 

is located in the DMX chain. The LEVEL Q7 IP™ can be controlled via DMX-512 

protocol and the DMX address is set via the control menu. 

DATA CABLE (DMX Cable) REQUIREMENTS (For DMX and Master/Slave Operation) 

Your fixture and your DMX controller require a standard 3pin or 5pin XLR connector 

for data input and data output (see figure below). If you are making your own 

cables, be sure to use two conductor, shielded digital DMX cable rated at 120 ohms; 

this cable is designed for DMX transmission and may be purchased from your Elation 

dealer or at most professional lighting retailers. Your cables should be made with a 

male and female XLR connector on either end of the cable. Also, remember that a 

DMX line must be daisy chained and cannot be split, unless using an approved DMX 

splitter such as Elation’s Opto Branch 4™, Opto Branch 8™, or DMX-Branch/4™.  
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Be sure to follow the above figure when making your own cables. Do 
not use the ground lug on the XLR connector. Do not connect the 
cable’s shield conductor to the ground lug or allow the shield 
conductor to come in contact with the XLR outer casing. Grounding 
the shield could cause a short circuit and erratic behavior. 

DMX-512 CONTROLLER CONNECTION 

Connect the provided XLR cable to the female XLR output of your controller and the 

other side to the male XLR input of the LEVEL Q7 IP™ (Please refer to the diagram 

below). You can chain multiple panels together through serial linking. The cable that 

should be used is two conductor, shielded DMX cable with XLR input and output 

connectors. Always be sure daisy chain your in and out data connections, never 

split or “Y” your DMX connections unless you are using an approved DMX splitter 

such as the Elation’s Opto Branch 4™ or DMX Branch/4™. 
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DMX-512 CONNECTION WITH DMX TERMINATOR 

A DMX terminator should be used in all DMX lines especially in longer runs. The use of 

a terminator may avoid erratic behavior in your DMX line. A terminator is a 120 ohm 

1/4 watt resistor that is connected between pins 2 and 3 of a male XLR connector 

(DATA + and DATA -). This fixture is inserted in the female XLR connector of the last 

fixture in your daisy chain to terminate the line. Using a line terminator (Elation part: 

DMX T PACK) will decrease the possibilities of erratic behavior. 

5-Pin XLR DMX CONNECTORS

Some manufactures use 5-pin XLR connectors for DATA transmission in place of 3-pin.

5-pin XLR fixtures may be implemented in a 3-pin XLR DMX line. When inserting

standard 5-pin XLR connectors in to a 3-pin line a cable adaptor must be used,

these adaptors are readily available at most electric stores. The following chart

details a proper cable conversion.
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DMX ADDRESSING 

All fixtures should be given a DMX starting address when using a DMX controller, so 

the correct fixture responds to the correct control signal. This digital starting address 

is the channel number from which the fixture starts to “listen” to the digital control 

information sent out from the DMX controller. The allocation of this starting DMX 

address is achieved by setting the correct DMX address on the digital display 

located on the back of the fixture. 

You can set the same starting address for all fixtures or a group of fixtures, or set 

different address for each individual fixture. Be advised that setting all fixtures to the 

same DMX address will subsequently control all fixtures in the same fashion, in other 

words, changing the settings of one channel will affect all the fixtures simultaneously. 

If you set each fixture to a different DMX address, each unit will start to “listen” to the 

channel number you have set, based on the quantity of control channels (DMX 

channels) of each fixture. That means changing the settings of one channel will only 

affect the selected fixture. 

In the case of the LEVEL Q7 IP™, when in 17 Channel Extended Mode (can also be 

set to 4, 5, 7, or 12 channel modes), you should set the starting DMX address of the 

first unit to 1, the second unit to 18 (1 + 17), the third unit to 35 (18 + 17), the fourth unit 

to 52 (35 + 17) and so on. 

Note: During start-up the LEVEL Q7 IP™ will automatically detect whether a DMX 

data signal is being received or not. If DMX data signal is being received, the display 

will show "Addr=XXX" (XXX representing the actual DMX address). If the fixture is not 

receiving a DMX signal the display will flash. If your fixture is connected to a DMX 

controller and the display is flashing (not receiving a DMX signal), please check the 

following: 

- The 3pin or 5pin XLR input plug (cable with DMX signal from controller) is not

connected or is not inserted completely into the DMX input jack of the fixture.

- The DMX controller is switched off or defective.

- The DMX cable or connector is defective.

- A DMX terminator has been inserted into the last fixture in your DMX chain.
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F I X T U R E  M E N U
ON-BOARD SYSTEM MENU 

The LEVEL Q7 IP™ comes with an easy to navigate system menu. 

The next section will detail the functions of each command in the system menu. 

LED CONTROL PANEL 

The LEVEL Q7 IP™ control panel (see image below) located on back of the fixture 

offers several features to select from such as setting the DMX address, running 

pre-programmed macros, changing display options, and resetting the fixture to 

factory defaults. There are (4) buttons, which are explained below. 

[MODE/ESC] Press this button to enter the fixture menus and to return to the previous 

menu.  The display will automatically exit the fixture menus in 10 seconds from the 

last button press. 

[UP] [DOWN] Press these buttons to navigate through the different menu functions 

and access sub-menu sections. 

[ENTER] Press this button to select a menu item and press again to confirm your 

selection.

FuncMode - Address 

Adjust the desired DMX-address via the Control Board. 

1． Access the main menu by pressing MODE/ESC.

2． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “FuncMode” is displayed and press ENTER. 

3． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “Address” is displayed and press ENTER. 

4． Press the UP/DOWN buttons to select desired DMX address. 

5． Press ENTER to confirm selection. 
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FuncMode - ValuDisp 

Display the DMX 512 value of each channel. 

1． Access the main menu by pressing MODE/ESC. 

2． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “FuncMode” is displayed and press ENTER. 

3． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “ValuDisp ” is displayed and press ENTER. 

4． Press the UP/DOWN buttons to select desired value (All Ch, Auto, Red, Gree, 
Blue, Whit, Stro, Dimm, Macr, Temp). 

5． Press ENTER to confirm selection. 

 

FuncMode - SetSlave 

Define the fixture as slave. 

1． Access the main menu by pressing MODE/ESC. 

2． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “FuncMode” is displayed and press ENTER. 

3． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “SetSlave” is displayed and press ENTER. 

4． Press the UP/DOWN buttons to select desired value (Slave 1, Slave 2, Slave 3). 

5． Press ENTER to confirm selection. 

 

FuncMode - AutoProg 

Define the fixture mode (= Master, = Alone) for running Auto Programs. Select the 

desired internal programs under “Sel Prog”, set the number of steps under “Edit 

Prog”, and edit the individual scenes under “Edit Scen”. 

1． Access the main menu by pressing MODE/ESC. 

2． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “FuncMode” is displayed and press ENTER. 

3． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “AutoProg” is displayed and press ENTER. 

4． Press the UP/DOWN buttons to select desired value (=Master, =Alone). 

5． Press ENTER to confirm selection. 
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Info - TimeInfo - Cur Time 

Display the run time of the fixture from the last power ON. 

The counter is reset after turning the device off. 

1． Access the main menu by pressing MODE/ESC. 

2． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “Info 2” is displayed and press ENTER. 

3． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “TimeInfo” is displayed and press ENTER. 

4． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “Cur Time” is displayed and press ENTER and 

the display will show “XXXh” (hours). 

5． Press MODE/ESC to return to previous menu or display will automatically exit. 

 

Info - TimeInfo - TotalHrs 

Display the total running time of the fixture. 

1． Access the main menu by pressing MODE/ESC. 

2． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “Info” is displayed and press ENTER. 

3． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “TimeInfo” is displayed and press ENTER. 

4． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “TotalHrs” is displayed and press ENTER and 

the display will show “XXXXXh” (hours). 

5． Press MODE/ESC to return to previous menu or display will automatically exit. 

 

Info - TimeInfo - Last Hrs 

Display the last the running time of the fixture. 

1． Access the main menu by pressing MODE/ESC. 

2． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “Info” is displayed and press ENTER. 

3． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “TimeInfo” is displayed and press ENTER. 

4． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “Last Hrs” is displayed and press ENTER and 

the display will show “XXXXXh” (hours). 

5． Press MODE/ESC to return to previous menu or display will automatically exit. 
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Info - TimeInfo - TimePass 

Enter the timer password. (038). 

1． Access the main menu by pressing MODE/ESC. 

2． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “Info” is displayed and press ENTER. 

3． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “TimeInfo” is displayed and press ENTER. 

4． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “TImePass” is displayed and press ENTER and 

the display will show “=XXX”. 

5． Press UP/DOWN buttons until 038 is displayed and press ENTER. 

6． Press MODE/ESC to return to previous menu or display will automatically exit. 

Info - TimeInfo - Clr Last 

Clear last run time of the fixture, default is OFF. 

1． Access the main menu by pressing MODE/ESC. 

2． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “Info” is displayed and press ENTER. 

3． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “TimeInfo” is displayed and press ENTER. 

4． Press the UP/DOWN buttons until “Clr Last” is displayed and press ENTER and 

the display will show (=OFF, =ON).

• A detailed electric check by an approved electrical engineer every 3 months, to 

make sure the circuit contacts are in good condition and prevent overheating.  

• Be sure all screws and fasteners are securely tightened at all times. Lose screws 

may fall out during normal operation resulting in damage or injury. 

• Check for any deformations on the housing, color lenses, rigging hardware and 

rigging points (ceiling, suspension, trussing). Deformations in the housing could 

allow for dust to enter into the fixture. Damaged rigging points or unsecured 

rigging could cause the fixture to fall and seriously injure a person(s).
